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INTRODUCTION

The Village of East Randolph is located within the Town of Randolph and Town of
-Conewango in Cattaraugus County. The intent of this dissolution study was to research
the potential dissolution of the Village of East Randolph to determine the feasibility of

dissolving the Village and what benefits would accrue to the community by doing so.
The potential dissolution of the Village has been a topic of discussion among the
community for many years, but became more of a topic in 2000. Incorporated in the
1800’s, the Village of East Randolph was a local manufacturing and commercial center.
Through the decades the Village has suffered from loss of industry and residents. The
general consensus of the State and Federal Government is to share services. The Village
of East Randolph has been working toward that goal for many years. Today, many
aspects of the Village including employees, offices, and equipment are shared with the

- Town of Randolph and the Village of East Randolph. The boards have recognized the
duplication of services along with the duplication of government, and have worked

together to form this dissolution study.

The results of this study are encapsulated within the “Village Service Inventory”.

Part A of this report lists and describes all the services and functions currently provided
by the Village of East Randolph. It provides an assessment of the potential post-
dissolution arrangements for the continued delivery of services to the community.

Part B of this report contains an assessment of the Village and Town’s current and
potential post-dissolution financial conditions. This assessment was prepared by
reviewing current Town and Village revenues and expenditures, developing a potential
post-dissolution budget, and then calculating what the tax rates per $1000.00 of real
property would have to be in order to raise sufficient funds to ‘maintain current service
levels. This assessment indicates that dissolving the Village will result in a reduction to
the local tax levy. Information B.S8 is available regarding additional State incentive but
has not been part of the Dissolution Study due to the economic picture of the State of

New York at this time.

Part C contains maps of the three (3) proposed Special Districts that the Town of
Randolph and Town of Conewango are planning to form following the dissolution of the
Village of East Randolph. These maps are prepared by Cattaraugus County Planning
Department and represent what the Village sees as the optimum post-dissolution
arrangement. These districts will provide 1) Water supply services, 2) sidewalk
maintenance, street lighting, refuse/leaf collection, and the current village street debt,
'3) Waster Water Sewer services to the former Village and will be funded through
fees/taxes levied on the properties within their boundaries. ‘

A review of the Services Inventory Report indicates that the closely-knit community of
Randolph functions essentially as one municipality. Informal and formal agreements
between the Town and Villages cover a wide range of public services, and at this time the
same person currently fills many positions within the Town and Villages. The committee



has discussed many related questions regarding the streamlining and improving of
government during the work of this dissolution study. The information presented in this
report indicates that the dissolution of the Village will remove a layer of government that
is unnecessary to continue with the excellent services provided in Randolph.

Last, Part D contains the Dissolution plan and Resolution for the Village of East
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Randolph. This Dissolution Study was prepared in accordance with the requirements
the Village Law Article 19, Section 19-1901, lists all functions and services preformed
and provided by the Village of East Randolph. It is organized so that each topic in the
Table of Contents features and assessment of jt current conditions, and post-dissolution

conditions.
